1. PURPOSE

To appoint a Professional Service Provider (PSP) to implement Corporate Social Investment
(CSI) projects of the IUCMA. The IUCMA continues to investigate opportunities of investing in
communities within the Water Management Area (WMA) to create long-term socio-economic
benefits for all. By improving the economic well-being of individuals, the IUCMA envisage that,
over time, this initiative will contribute to the resilience of the environment and the communities,
as well as the creation of social value. The IUCMA therefore seeks to become a significant role
player in the field of community upliftment.

2. BACKGROUND

The Inkomati-Usuthu Catchment Management Agency (IUCMA) is the water resource
management agency in the Inkomati-Usuthu Water Management Area (WMA) established interms
of Section 78 of the National Water Act (Act 36 of 1998), (NWA) to perform water resource
management at catchment level. The management of the resources entails protection, use,
development, conservation, management, and control of water resources within the WMA as
contemplated in the NWA.

3. AIMS AND OBJECTIVES
